“The planning study will seek community comment and feedback on the proposals to 
improve safety and increase capacity on a 23 km section of the motorway between the 
Pacific Paradise interchange and the Eumundi Noosa interchange in Doonan” Glen

“The proposed works provide for the duplication of the existing motorway from two to 
four lanes and includes planning for future interchanges at Yandina Coolum Road, 
Murdering Creek Road and Peregian Springs Drive to provide safe and more efficient 
access to the growing residential and commercial centres around Coolum and Peregian.   
 
“Newsletters, inviting feedback, have been distributed to all of those affected along the 
motorway in the Noosa Electorate which includes Coolum Beach, Peregian Beach, 
Verrierdale and Weyba Downs. 
 
“There will also be static displays (unstaffed) at Coolum Beach Library and the Sunshine 
Coast Regional Council office in Tewantin, from Monday 21 July to Friday 8 August.   
Staffed public displays will be available at the Noosa Civic Centre (outside Woolworths) 
and Coolum Community Centre (in the Meeting Room) to allow the community to view 
the proposed planning options and gain access to the study team.
